Thank you for purchasing a Clarke fuel tank.  This tank is intended use on the 1982 XL-R250/500 or the 1983 XL-R250 motorcycle.  There may be some plastic shavings left in the tank from the manufacturing process.  You can use compressed air to blow out the tank.  You may also want to rinse out the tank using a small amount of fuel before installing it.
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PLEASE SEE THE REVERSE SIDE OF THIS PAGE FOR INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS
1.) Shut off fuel supply and disconnect fuel line and remove the original seat, tank and petcock.  Drain your old tank in a well ventilated area. 
2.) Install your original petcock to the new tank carefully threading it onto the supplied aluminum petcock adapter.  Or use the Clarke petcock #1377ns.
3.)  The flasher unit must be lowered to below the mounting tab.  Remove it from the tab and take the rubber bracket off.  Reverse the rubber bracket and re-install it below the metal tab.

4.)  Cut the padding provided into 2 pieces.  Tape or zip-tie the poly pad to the frame at the front and rear of the tank tunnel.  You may want to double up the tank padding for a tighter fit and a neater job.

5.) Slide the tank onto the frame.  The tube which held the original mounts will be the mounting place for this tank.  It must be shortened approximately 3/8” on each side and a ¼” drill should be used to clean up any irregularities of the tube to allow the bolt to pass through smoothly.
6.)  Take the new long bolt and slide it through the grommets, through the tube and frame and out the other side of the tank.  Using the washer and nut provided, bolt the tank to the front but do not yet tighten it down completely.

7.)  Place the rear bracket on the frame post.  Check alignment with the rear threaded insert at the rear of the tank.  Some minor bending may be required to get the alignment desired between the tank bracket 
and the rear mount.  Once you have everything where you like it, place the nylon washer, the steel washer and bolt on the rear post and tighten the rear of the tank down to the bike and make sure the bracket is tightly bolted to the tank.  

8.) You can now tighten the front mount bolt fully.

      9.) Now hook up the fuel line, turn the petcock to the OFF position and fill the tank with gas.

      10.) Check for leaks.
      11.) Re-install the rear fender and seat assembly. 
      12.) You are now ready for riding. Enjoy your new Clarke tank.
